RULES

LIBRARY RULES OF BEHAVIOR -
EXTERIOR

The Oshkosh Public Library welcomes everyone to visit its building and grounds.
The Rules of Behavior are designed to ensure the safety of, and respect for, all
people who come to the Library.

To meet these goals the following conduct, behavior and acts are prohibited on
the Library grounds:

1. Rowdy or unsafe activity.
2. Blocking any entrance or fire exit.

3. Locking bicycles, other vehicles or equipment to structures other than the
bicycle racks provided.

4. Riding or using skateboards, scooters or other wheeled sports equipment on
Library sidewalks, parking lot or driveways in such a way as to risk the safety
of pedestrians or vehicle operators, or to risk damage to the Library’s building,
equipment or infrastructure.

5. Leaving pets unattended.

6. Leaving children under the age of 8 unattended without direct supervision.

7. The use of tobacco products, including cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, and
electronic cigarettes.

8. Loitering in the Library’s trash receptacle enclosure.
Staff will ask persons behaving in these unsafe and/or disrespectful ways to
cease doing so. If the behaviors do not cease, the police will be called.

lllegal activities will be reported to the police.
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
